Gower Gauntlet 2011 
RULES AND CONDITIONS 

 

 

 Starting times will be forwarded to competitors for order of play. 

 A competitor must be a person of amateur status as defined by the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. 

Andrews. 

 The tournament shall be decided by strokes over 2 rounds of golf of 18 holes each, which shall be 

played in accordance with the rules of the Royal and Ancient Golf Club, St. Andrews subject to any 

local rules applying at the time. 

 In the event of a tie, the winner shall be decided by a hole by hole play off which shall take place 

immediately.  Ties for other prizes shall be decided on the lowest score for the last 18 holes (or 9 or 6 

or 3 or 1 hole).  If a tie still arises, the scores for the 1st round shall be treated in the same way until a 

decision is reached. 

 Players shall start at the time laid down by the Committee (Rule 6-3(a). 

 However, it is a condition of this tournament that, if the player arrives at his starting point, ready to 

play, within five minutes after his starting time in the absence of circumstances which warrant 

waiving the penalty of disqualification as provided in Rule 33-7, the penalty for failure to start on time 

is two strokes at the first hole instead of disqualification. 

 All disputes must be referred to the Tournament Organising Committee whose decision will be final. 

 Entries shall be made only on the special entry form (photo-copies are acceptable). 

 Entries will only be accepted from players whose handicaps do not exceed six strokes.
